· definition:  2 vowel sounds together where we sing the primary vowel, then turn the secondary vowel together

· Tuning (must be accurate, using Pythagorean tuning)

· 3rds are tuned higher than written (+ ##) - also 2nds, 6ths and 7ths

· 5ths are tuned lower than written (

· Stand in sections (perhaps split the leads so everyone can hear them)

· After getting the Leads in exact sync, have them stand behind everyone (in the back row) and sing, so everyone across the chorus can hear them.

· After getting the Basses in exact sync, have them stand in front of the Leads so the Leads are singing thru them, then the Basses, thru the rest of the chorus.
