CLASS DESCRIPTIONS

· 5 WAY TO IMPROVE BREATH SUPPORT…This takes a little bit of (nearly) daily discipline but it definitely will improve anyone’s support!
· 10 WAYS TO BETTER SINGING…10 Distinct things members can do today to improve their voices, enhance listening skills, and infuse energy in the sound.
· AN INSIGHT INTO JUDGING…Using level videotapes and official scoresheets for instruction, to become better “backrow” judges. Learn to think like a judge; find out what the scores really mean.
· ACTING FOR SINGERS…Provides tools that actors use to get totally involved in the story, and bring drama to the performance for the audience.
· ACTING METHODS… Person to Actor to Character… How to get everyone on the same page emotionally, physically, and mentally by transforming their concept of themselves.
· ARRANGING MUSIC IN THE BARBERSHOP STYLE…The basics of what you need to know to arrange 4-part barbershop harmony music.
· ART OF LEADERSHIP, THE…Leadership occurs during a given set of circumstances. Find out what they are. Identify the common traits of good leaders and assess your individual leadership style.
· ADMINISTRATIVE / ORGANIZATIONAL PLANNING…Identify your priorities, consider all members, build in time for chorus, regional, and individual needs.  
· BALANCING ACT (Managing Time, Work, and Your Sweet Adelines Life)…Balance is essential to our well-being and our ability to perform well at home, at work, and at our volunteer activities. Identify strategies to help you achieve and maintain balance in your life.
· BARBERSHOP HISTORY…Learn about the roots of barbershop harmony, as well as the Sweet Adelines Organization, and Region 24.
· BASICS OF READING MUSIC…It’s really once (once you know how). Where the notes are on the staff and how they relate to what  you sing.
· BOARD / MANAGEMENT TEAM RESPONSIBILITIES…The difference between a Board of Directors and a Management Team.  What’s right for your chorus?
· BRING MUSIC TO LIFE – SING WITH YOUR HEART… Interpreting the many messages and moods of the music, analyzing the image and attitude, line by line.  Giving the music life and heart.
· BRING YOUR BODY TO THE PARTY… Freeing up the body to allow the mental preparation for characterization, by giving it freedom of motion.

· BRINGING WARMUP TECHNIQUES TO THE RISERS…Discuss and demonstrate ideas to help transfer vocal warm-up techniques into the songs we sing.
· CHAPTER SHOW PRODUCTION… How to produce a profitable annual show from plan to performance, including script writing, casting, technical tips, timing, stage managing, and How to identify your audience, advertise, and promote your show.
· CHARACTERIZATION….How to define the character of the song, and how to develop it with your group.  You’ll see and hear it make a difference.

· SINGING WELL – NO MATTER HOW BIG YOU ARE!...The skills are the same! Personal commitment is the key!
· SINGING WITH ENERGY… How to build and maintain the energy and stamina necessary to add excitement to your performance.

· STRATEGIC PLANNING…Now that you have goals set, what is your strategy to reach them? Interactive class.
· STRUT YOUR STUFF… Identifying your talents and getting out of your comfort zone to share them with others.
· SYNCHRONIZED SINGING…How to find unity in the sound, vowels, blend, balance, complete synchronization.
· TEAM BUILDING / TEAM PRIDE…What is your chorus strength? Build upon that!
· TUNING SKILLS…Bringing a common approach to singing in tune.
· VISUAL PLAN…How to develop a visual plan that works for your group, making it appropriate for the song, the performer, the audience.  Also considering the costumes, makeup, ages, and abilities.
· VISUAL AND MUSICAL CONGRUITY – Creating a Master Plan, a Blueprint for Success… A step by step class showing how to formulate a total visual plan correlating costume, makeup, image and attitude, choreography and creativity to  effectively present the musical intent of the composer and the arranger
